CLUB MEMBERS 
 

A big Welcome to the 5 new members who joined our Club, in October, including Elinborg 

Andreassen, and Nick & Johanne Bukholt from the Faroe Islands.  

 

Our best wishes to Øystein Andresen, Maria and Christine at this time.  Øystein was received by the 

King of Norway when he visited Oslo recently and thanked for his work promoting Norway. 

 

I received a very interesting letter from Hansen Ihle with a report on his trip to Norway to retrace 

his family connections so have included 2 photos after the report. 

 

In 2009 Hansen visited Norway with his then 10-year-old son Anders and went to the farm that his 

great great grandparents left in 1869 to travel to New Zealand.  They were Anders Hansen Ihle and 

his wife Marthe Marie and their two children Hans Anderson 3½ and Oira Jorgine who was a baby 

when they left. 

 

A descendant of the family still lives on the farm and the original food store still stands.  Hansen 

thought the young man was rather overwhelmed by the occasion and forgot to ask his relative's 

name.  Bronwyn, a friend from Papatoetoe, accompanied Hansen and Anders to the farm with 

Gunnar, who has researched early families in the area and is an Odal historian.   

 

Hansen and Anders did visit the Viking Ship Museum and the Fram Museum as well as the farm. 

The original farm house was pulled down 20 years earlier.  This may have been where the family 

lived before departing for New Zealand. 

 

I have been fascinated by the Ihle family ever since I bought my home in April 1984 on Ihle Street, 

Palmerston North.  Soon after our Club had an evening when Ian Matheson, the City Archivist, 

showed us photos of early Scandinavians and the Ihle family was included.  Mr Ihle built the first 

bridge across the Manawatu River and apparently had lived in this street so later it was named after 

him.  Editor. 

 

Thank you very much Hansen for supplying this story.  It must have been a great occasion for 

you and Anders. 

 

The first photo shows Hansen and Anders with their long lost relative in front of the food store house 

where their relatives had lived. 

The second photo is of Hansen and Anders in front of the Odalstunet (Open Air Museum) in South 

Odal outside a house built in 1780.  Perhaps similar to the one the family left in 1869.

FAEROE ISLANDS AND MEMORABILIA  
 

Everyone enjoyed this afternoon which was held at the Quaker Rooms in Palmerston North.  We all 

went home feeling that we'd learnt a lot and look forward to another afternoon of memories next 

year. 

 

The afternoon commenced with an introduction to the Faeroe Islands which are between the Shetland 

Islands and Iceland.  As these Islands only had a population of 47,800 in 1989 we were very lucky to 

have a Faroe Islander present to tell us more about the Islands.   Elinborg Andreassen brought her 

Faeroe Island flag to show us, a rock sample and the smallest spinning wheel that I have seen.  Those 

who have read ñCatching the Current ñ by Jenny Pattrick will have learnt quite a bit about the Faeroe 

Islands in the 1860s but Elinborg brought us up-to-date by telling about people moving between the 

islands by motor boat. 

 

On Good Friday some of us heard the Kvonn Group play so we were introduced to the Faeroe 

Islands then.  If you are interested I bought 2 CDs at the time so played a couple of pieces from 

them.  If you go to www.tutl.com you can learn more about these CDs which include Scandinavian and 

Shetland Island music.  One is called:  Kvonn-Hvonn and the other is:  Spaelimenninir (Folk 

musicians) Flód og Fjøra. 

 

Knitting is an ancient skill  
 
Rachel Silver then introduced us to a brief history of knitting which was very interesting. 

 

No-one knows precisely where knitting began but some pieces of early knitting known as Spang 

were found in northern Scandinavia and in some of the Viking tombs in Norway.  The earliest 

evidence of knitting takes us back to about 1000 B.C. when nomads in the Arabian desert knitted tent 

flaps.  The multi-coloured designs produced by men represented magic symbols which were believed 

to protect their temporary dwellings.  Another example is a woollen doll knitted by a slave for a 

princess at the time of the Pharaohs and the doll was placed in the tomb when the princess died in 

infancy. 

 

Seamen were closely associated with knitting from the Phoenician merchant seamen who were 

taught to knit by the Egyptians and passed on the skill to the Spaniards.  By the 15
th
 century knitting 

was established in Spain and spread to France, Italy and other parts of Europe.

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Knitting Guilds were established in Paris and France.  In the 16
th
 century the apprentice knitter 

served his first three years learning the techniques. In the second three he travelled abroad to learn 

the finer points developed by knitters in other countries.  For examinations he had to knit a beret, a 

woollen shirt, a pair of socks and a carpet of extremely intricate design, measuring 8 ft × 10 ft.  

Knitted stockings became very fashionable and the King of Denmark decided his people should learn 

to knit.  The King and courtiers could wear finely knitted silk hosiery, the burghers were permitted to 

wear cotton hose, and peasants wore hose of coarse material. 

 

The Rev. William Lee designed a knitting loom but Queen Elizabeth I refused to patent it as she felt 

it would create unemployment in the hand knitting trade é(Would she have been a Tolpuddle 

Martyr in a later time?)  The design was so perfect that centuries later, its principle is still used.  

Rachel went on to tell us about Fair Isle knitting. 

 

 

 

 

 

This interesting talk was followed by Oline Ball with the story of a doll made to be raffled in the 

First World War.  However, it was rejected as the face was German.  The Patriotic Societies raised 

money to dress the troops who went over to the War.  It must be remember that there were less than a 

million people in New Zealand at this time.  It remained in Oline's family and Oline brought it to 

show us.  As you can see she is a most beautiful doll and Oline's Grandmother used material from 

her own wedding dress. 

 

I guess Oline is very lucky to have this beautiful doll which was unable to go in a raffle!  I think 

many a girl of all ages would love to have such a beautiful doll. 
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Thank you Oline for sharing this beautiful doll with us and thank you Val for taking these beautiful 

photos. 

 

Anne Odogwu then showed her family treasures ð Olive wood carvings that her Father brought 

back from Palestine after the First World War ï two are of the Agony of Jesus in the Garden and his 

resurrection, one of the mosque and one of the Ottoman coat of arms.  His medals including the 

Gallipoli Star were also shown.  Then Anne showed a portrait of her Italian Grandmother on arrival 

in New Zealand and the beautiful mantilla she made by hand as a girl.  As she was born in 1886 and 

married in 1912 it was made sometime in that period. 

 

Johan Bonnevie showed a ñsmoothing ironò made in 1757 in Iceland.  Young men made the 

smoothing irons for their intended wife.  The iron was used for clothing and bed linen.  We will have 

to take a picture so we can show you in another Newsletter. 

 

An enjoyable afternoon came to an end with more Faeroe Island music and afternoon tea.

The database will help us assist local 

authorities, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs in Denmark, and your friends and family trying to locate 

you.  The information will be securely stored in Wellington as well as with your local Danish 

consulate and in case of a large emergency covering all New Zealand is accessible by the Danish 

Embassy in Canberra and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. 

 

You can register via the web page www.danishconsulatesnz.org.nz or by emailing, faxing or mailing your 

details to the nearest Danish consulate.

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Book Review:  The King's Daughter by Christie Dickason 

I took this book with me to read on my long trip and actually only finished it on my return to NZ. 

I'd never read about this period before so found it very interesting.  Elizabeth was the daughter of 

King James VI of Scotland and I of England and Queen Anne (from Denmark).  Elizabeth eventually 

married Frederick V, Elector Palatine and became the Grandmother of King George I of England. 

Though mainly set in England Elizabeth often remembers the time in Scotland when they did enjoy 

family life to a certain extent though that didn't stop James VI removing Henry their first-born son 

from Anne when he was still a baby.  Anne was so devastated that she beat her stomach so hard that 

the next baby died.  Elizabeth was born in 1596 and was very close to Henry.  However, the children 

were also separated and brought up in separate households. 

Queen Anne never recovered mentally and as time went on lost the plot more and more and was not 

interested in Elizabeth when Elizabeth tried to renew their friendship when finally allowed to live at 

Whitehall and join the Court.  Tragically Henry died of typhoid in 1612 at the age of 18.  He was 

really interested in the American colonies and was loved by the people from the time the family 

travelled to London.  When he died the people called out for Elizabeth to be queen but the younger 

brother was Charles and Elizabeth was actually very happy to get away from England and her 

Father's jealousy and her Mother's insanity.  However, James I did admit to her that he wished she'd 

been a son! 

As a result of reading this I hope to find a book about Queen Anne.  I was intrigued by references to 

her conversion to Catholicism and would like to know more about her now.   Anne Odogwu
